In 2000, Hong Kong Art School was officially
established as a division of the Arts Centre to spearhead
development in this important aspect.

Wan through the Education Bureau’s Land Grant/Vacant

A Naming Ceremony of the campus was held on 28 March to
honour the generous contribution from the donors, namely,
B.S.C. Group Limited, Hopewell Holdings Limited, Intex
Corp., Newstimes Group, Sa Sa International Holdings
Limited, Tung Chun Soy Sauce Co., Ltd. & Group of Companies
and Y.K. Pao Foundation. The campus is now named as

Pao Haung Sue Ing Campus, while the other facilities of the
campus are correspondingly named as the Hopewell Design
Studio, Intex Terrace, Newtimes Terrace, Roca Multimedia
Lab, Sa Sa Rooftop Studio and Tung Chun Arcade.
